The SASK EXCEL program travelled to the

and gave 21 female and 18 male program
athletes the opportunity to compete in 4
games each against other EXCEL programs
from across the country, During the
matches, the athletes had the chance to be
seen and evaluated by high level national,
NCAA, USport and college coaches and have
meetings with them to discuss future
opportunities. Both teams competed hard,
and although the games were “friendly
"they were also high intensity and very




competitive. The SASK EXCEL female team
came home with 1 win, 1 tie and 2 dramatic
(1 goal) losses. The SASK EXCEL male team
captured 1 win and 3 losses in very high
intensity games.

The week was extremely busy and the
VWFC had national level coaches present on
the national pathway by Emma Humphries
and Rich Fagan. The coaches spoke about
attributes they were looking for in athletes
to be recognized to advance to the next
level and opportunities in the future. Steph
Labbe also spoke on her path to the CWNT.
